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THE AWARD

The annual Sandy Liu Community Service Leadership Award honors a member of our local community who has
demonstrated exemplary leadership in service to the children of the Cupertino Union School District (CUSD).

Individuals making major contributions to the quality of education for students at the district level, across
multiple schools, in the CUSD are eligible to be nominated for the award.

Sandy Liu was a visionary leader of Blue Hills Elementary School and CUSD communities. A loving mother of
two, Sandy passionately dedicated her life to improving the quality of education for all children. In 2010 she
played an instrumental role in leading the collaborative effort of parents, local businesses, local leadership,
CUSD, and CEEF to retain 115 K-8 teachers, prevent K-8 teacher reshuffling, and maintain a 20:1 class size ratio
in Grades 1 — 3 district-wide by raising $2.5 million in 2.5 months. She similarly battled cancer — with courage
and persistence, grace, and beauty.

The winner of the Annual Sandy Liu Community Service Leadership Award will be formally acknowledged at
the CUSD Board meeting, and a $1,000 grant will be allocated to an educational program in CUSD of their
choice.

Any person, agency, or organization is encouraged to submit nominations of individuals for consideration for
this award.

e Winners will be notified by 5/9/25 and awarded on Thursday, 5/22/24 at the CUSD Board of Trustees
meeting. The winner does not need to be present.
